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Introduction 
 
The ChyTV device can support the displaying of Unicode character sets through the Active Data and Crawl 
regions.  To take advantage of this feature, you will need to download the latest version of the ChyTV Tools 
software.  ChyTV Tools can be downloaded from of the ChyTV software site at http://software.chytv.net.   
 
At this time, the following Unicode languages are supported by the ChyTV: 
 
 · Belarusian 

· Bulgarian 
· Chinese 
· Japanese 
· Greek 
· Hungarian 
· Korean 
· Kyrgyz 

· Mongolian 
· Russian 
· Serbian 
· Tatar  
· Turkish 
· Ukrainian

NOTE:  Even if you have the latest version of ChyTV Tools installed, you need to make sure it is the Unicode 
version.  You can determine this by examining the splash screen of ChyTV Tools when it loads, or by going to the 
main menu’s Help item and selecting the About item.  The Unicode version will be reflected on the bottom right of 
the splash screen, as shown in figure 1.1.  If the Unicode version is not active, you will need to reinstall the ChyTV 
Tools software.

Installing ChyTV Tools 
 
If you have not already installed the latest version of ChyTV Tools, please do so now.  During the installation you 
will be asked to select the encoding format for the installation.  In order to use the Unicode character sets, you’ll 
need to install the Unicode version of ChyTV Tools, see figure 2.1.  
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Selecting the Unicode version of ChyTV Tools will 
install and register components that allow for the 
creation of ChyTV Pages that use character sets that 
are not part of the ASCII set.  This will generally cause 
all of your ChyTV Pages to be larger in file size.   
 
Only use the Unicode version of ChyTV Tools if you 
are sure that you will be using extended character 
sets.

Configuring ChyTV Devices 
 
Since the Unicode version of the ChyTV Tools software was installed, all of the devices that you plan to manage 
through the software need to be configured for Unicode.  Failure to perform this step will cause system lockups 
when launching ChyTV Tools. 
 
This happens because the ChyTV Tools application is now configured to communicate with the ChyTV devices in 
Unicode format by transmitting 16-bit per character messages.  ChyTV devices that are not configured to accept 
the Unicode messages will not be able to understand the ChyTV Tools application and thus enter a lock state.  In 
the event that this happens, you will need to terminate ChyTV Tools via the task manager and restart the ChyTV 
devices with a hard boot. 
 
To configure the ChyTV devices to work with Unicode, 
you will need to turn off each device that will be 
configured.  Remove the CompactFlash card from the 
device.  Place the CompactFlash card in a 
CompactFlash reader/writer drive.  Doing this should 
trigger Windows to show you an explorer window with 
the card’s contents, see figure 3.1.  Depending on your 
computer’s configuration, you may see a dialog asking 
you how to handle the contents of the CompactFlash 
before actually seeing the contents, see figure 3.2. 

 
If you are presented with the dialog in figure 3.2, select 
the option that allows you to “Open folder to view files”.  
When you get to the folder contents, as shown in figure 
3.1, you will want to locate the file called INIT.TXT.  
This file contains the ChyTV devices initialization 
settings.  These settings are applied to the device in 
memory when it boots up.  Locate the INIT.TXT file and 
open it in a text editor. 
 
When the file opens, it should reflect something similar
